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Abstract

The chronological list of publications in the historical journal “Russkii Arkhiv” was compiled
for 10 years from 2013 to 2022. In total, 167 articles have been published in the journal over the
years. The list of publications in the journal is one of the most common reference and bibliographic
indexes that allows researchers and other readers to facilitate the search for the necessary
materials. In this list, journal publications are listed in chronological order, according to the time of
their publication. Bibliographic descriptions are given in accordance with the way the authors and
titles of materials are indicated in the publications themselves on the official website of the journal.
In accordance with the requirements of the Academic Publishing House Researcher (since 2021 —
Cherkas Global University Press), in 2013 this information was indicated in Russian, from 2014 to
the present — in English (in this case, the names in Russian are given in square brackets).
